They will need documentation confirming their child’s Canadian citizenship and date of 
birth, parental and emergency contact information, doctor’s contact information, and any 
medical information, particularly if medication needs to be administered by school staff. 
Parents should plan to call or visit the school their child will be attending to complete the 
process. 
  
A number of Grand Erie schools are also welcoming registrants to their French Immersion 
programs this month. A cap for Junior and Senior Kindergarten, as well as Grade 1, is in 
effect for French Immersion at all sites, and placements are determined through a 
randomized process. The deadline to apply for French Immersion is February 9.
