Advanced Placement (AP) 
and International 
Baccalaureate (IB)

• AP: Students who completed AP courses in appropriate 
subjects with a grade of 4 may receive transfer credits. 
Students must also meet the standard university requirement 
of six 4U/M courses.

• IB: Students who completed IB courses in a Canadian high 
school may receive transfer credit. To receive transfer credit 
for a specific course, a student must receive a score of 5 or 
higher in a Standard Level or Higher Level course.

Deferral
• Students who are offered admission may defer their offer 

for 1 year, as long as they do not attend any academic 
institutions (high school or postsecondary) during that year.

Repeated Courses • We will use the highest grade to calculate the average.

Special Consideration • The Assistant Registrar makes special consideration on an 
individual basis.
